Walter Chynoweth, a well known veterinarian, purchased
the property and finished the interior. The classic front
entrance hall was originally planned toinclude a glass
winding staircase and an elevator.

When we received the piano, we completely disassembled it, we took off the old polish bringing the wood back in raw. 

The cast iron mechanic frame has been re-polished, the mechanic has been completely revised changing all the strings, felts, pins and the broken pieces. 

All the accessories have been chromium-plated or 24kt gold plated according to their originality. 

Following we polished the piano using a white polyester varnish, then many 24kt gold plated wax bronzes, chiseled by hand, have been applied on it.

the ivory keyboard has been cleaned, turned white and we replaced all the broken pieces.

now the piano is ready to be played and it will of course give happy time to the listeners.
